BACKGROUND

On August 10, 2016 the Juno Beach Town Council approved the application process for a
Florida Recreation Development Assistance Program (FRDAP) grant. This grant, if awarded to
the Town, will provide $50,000 to renovate two beach access points also known as dune walk
overs. Grant applications are being accepted by the state for FY2017/18. FRDAP grants are
funded 100% and do not require the receiving party to match any funds as long as the amount
does not exceed $50,000. The State requires that this proposed project be brought before an
advisory board for review and the Planning and Zoning Board fulfills that requirement.

DISCUSSION

The Town has eight (8) beach access points with seven (7) of those locations having an actual
structure. Due to the proximity of these structures to the ocean and the constant exposure,
maintenance is on-going. Some of these structures have already been renovated utilizing funds
the Town has received from the state and this grant program. Although there are four (4) dune
walk overs that have been identified for renovation, two of them need prompt attentuon. These
structures are located at 530 Ocean Drive (Beachfront Condominium) and 570 Ocean Drive
(Oceanfront Condominium)

The dune walk over structure at each of these locations is deteriorating. The recommendation
for these two structures is to replace the decking, hand rails, and seating. The substructure is not
easily accessible and we anticipate it to be in need of repair as well but further examination will
be required to accurately make this determination. No additional changes or additions are
proposed for these two dune walk overs, the footprint of each one will remain unchanged.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

Staff recommends that the Planning and Zoning Board support the Town Council’s decision to
move forward with the application process for the Florida Recreation Development Assistance
Program Grant (FRDAP).
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
